
Teach Children to Accept
Responsibility

Giving your child tasks at home is one of the
best ways to teach responsibility. Try these

ideas. 
• Ask your child to volunteer for chores that

need to be done. Asking, rather than telling,
can make a difference.

• Assign chores that will help her learn 
about personal care, clothing care, cleaning,
cooking, and money management.

• Show your child how to do the job correctly.
Be sure she knows your expectations.

• Don’t ask your child to do something that
she isn’t capable of.

• Monitor your child’s performance and praise
her accomplishment.

Remember these three steps for building
responsibility: 1.) give your child real

responsibilities, 2.) encourage her to do the right
thing, 3.) require her to accept the consequences
of her actions.
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
